
REGISTRATION INFORMATION 
 

 
Do you have a quilt ready or in progress?  We know we have many amazing quilters in 
our Guild and we are hoping to display work from as many of you as possible at our 
2012 show. To help you get started, please review the “Rules for Entries” and 
“Categories for Quilts” outlined below. 
 
RULES FOR ENTRIES 
 

We encourage all members to enter. We need approximately 250 quilt entries for our 
show.   However, if there is an overwhelming response to our call of entry, we may 
have to limit the number of entries per person. 

Please remember that quilts hung in a previous Royal City Quilter’s Guild show 
cannot be hung in the upcoming show. 

All quilts will have adequate insurance coverage provided by the owner. 
All quilts will have your name attached to it. 
All quilts will have an Inventory Sheet. These will be issued at a later date. 
All quilts should be submitted in bags by size: Bed Quilts in one bag, Large Wall 

Hangings in one bag, Small Wall hangings in one bag and all Miniatures in one 
bag.  Bags and others should also be completely covered.  Obviously, it will take 
one bag each for the larger quilts. 

All quilts will arrive in a cloth bag, not plastic or garbage bags. The bag should be 
clearly marked with your name and phone number. 

All quilts will have sleeves: four-inch for large quilts; two-inch for small quilts. QUILTS 
WITHOUT SLEEVES CANNOT BE ACCEPTED FOR THE SHOW. 

Details regarding the drop off and pick up of quilts will be provided at a later date.

CATEGORIES FOR QUILTS 
 
• Bed Quilt (Standard Sizes) 
• Large Wall Hanging (perimeter of 160” or more) 
• Small Wall Hanging (perimeter of less than 160”) 
• Miniatures (perimeter of 60” or less) 
• Bags and Accessories 
 
We will also be interested in the source of inspiration for your quilt and a paragraph 
about the inspiration behind your work (50 to 100 words). 
 
Registration will begin in January 2012.  Your quilt does not need to be completed to 
register; so don’t be shy and please register early!  We look forward to seeing your 
work in our show.
