March Program Guest Speaker

Tara Miller
Atlanta GA

Graphic Quilts of the Twentieth Century

As a speaker, instructor, pattern designer, author, and
independent researcher, Tara loves to celebrate and help
deepen our connections to quilting and women’s history.
Tara’s workshops, lectures, and original quilt patterns are
crafted to inspire, empower, and educate.

This month’s presentation is packed with
graphic, visually stunning quilts from the
whole of the 20" century. Many of these have
a surprisingly modern aesthetic! Throughout
the conversation, we’ll put these quilts in
context: historically, socially, artistically. We’'ll
explore some of our connections with the
past that inform us, inspire us, and drive us in
the art and practice of quilt making today.

The festivities will begin at 10:15 am Eastern with Welcome and Opening Remarks. We will present our first
(of two) showings of our Virtual Quilt Show at 10:30. Thank you to everyone who submitted quilts and to
Jan Reynolds (YHQG) for putting the virtual quilt show together. We will have a second showing of the
Virtual Quilt Show in the afternoon.

Our first featured speaker will be Caryl Bryer Fallert-Gentry.
Caryl is internationally known for her award-winning fine-art
quilts, which are easily recognized by their luminous colours and
illusions of light, depth, and motion. Her work has appeared in
hundreds of exhibitions and publications throughout the world,
and can be found in museum, corporate, public, and private
collections in almost every state and eight foreign countries.
Honours include: 100 Best Quilts of the Twentieth Century
(2000), 30 Most Influential Quiltmakers in the World (2002),
Bernina Leadership Award (2003), International Quilt Festival
Silver Star (lifetime achievement) Award (2006), All American
Quilter (2004) and Best of Show in 16 national and international
exhibitions. For thirty years, Caryl shared what she learned with
students in her workshops, which took her to eleven countries on
five continents. She continues to share her knowledge through
her exhibitions, lectures, and free website tutorials found at
bryerpatch.com.

After a break for lunch, return for your choice of three concurrent speakers representing each guild:

1. RCQG member Caroline Berch will walk you through how she was able to realize the sewing
room of her dreams. Join her as she shares her initial concepts, designs her space, arranges
for construction and finally tours you through her the transformation of a dark basement
space into the light-filled sewing room she enjoys today. Learn about lighting, furniture
modifications, and working with a contractor.

2. WCQG member Siiz Warkentin will show attendees how to use Inktense Pencils/Blocks OR
Crayola Washable Markers, OR ordinary watercolours and a Frixion Pen to make a lovely
FOOLPROOF 4” x 6” framed piece of art. You will be loosely outlining your blossoms with
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3. very forgiving free-motion quilting, so some form of free motion foot and the ability to
lower your feed dogs are necessary. Join Siiz for some easy quilty fun! Create along or soak
in the inspiration for later. A supply list, and template will be provided

4. YHQG member Jeannie Jenkins will be at 1QD to talk about UFOs, Not the Flying Kind.
Jeannie will address the how and why of UFOs and how to turn them into finished projects.
These UFOs may not be as exciting as the flying kind, but it is very satisfying when you move
them to the finished pile.

At 2:45, the spotlight will turn to our second featured
speaker, Katie Pasquini Masopust. Katie has produced
high quality contemporary art quilts that have been
coveted and collected by a broad range of admirers for
over 40 years. From her early beginnings as a painter
dabbling in traditional quilt making, her work has evolved
from structured Mandalas and mind-blowing dimensional
pieces to very painterly landscapes executed with the
finest fabrics and most creative stitching techniques
Katie’s easy, energetic manner has made her a very
popular teacher and lecturer. When not in residence at
her studio in California, she travels the world presenting
her contemporary quilting theories and techniques to
classes — not only in North America, but in Europe, the Far
East, Australia and New Zealand. She has been given
numerous awards and accolades, culminating with her
2005 induction into a very select group of art quilt
professionals who have earned the SILVER STAR

AWARD presented by Houston Quilt Festival.

We will reprise the Virtual Quilt Show at 4:00 pm Eastern.

Since Stash Busters will use our March meeting to finish Friendship
Bracelet (a free pattern by Bill Kerr and Weeks Ringle), they have
started collecting 2.5” strips and squares for their next project.

At our April meeting, Pauline will be leading the group in a
delightful scrappy project she has named 4-9-16. There is no
publicly-available pattern or tutorial online, so please contact Stash
Busters for Pauline’s instructions. This project uses three different
blocks: rail fence (with 4 squares in the centre rail); nine-patch; and
16-patch. Add a pieced border for extra scrappy fun!

You can make this project from your collection of squares, or strip
piece it for a faster finish. Add a bit of background fabric (an
assortment of scrappy backgrounds is fine) to showcase your strips
and strings. Would you like to sew from the Guild stash to make a
donation quilt?
